Rider Safety 

 

As we (hopefully) approach spring, thoughts naturally turn to . . . riding a motor-

cycle. There are many ways to increase the probability of riding through this sea-

son and many others without any problems. GWRRA emphases the Rider Educa-

tion Program (REP) as one way to increase safety. There are four levels to the 

REP: 

 Level 1: Safety by Commitment. ñThe requirement for Level 1 is current 

membership and the expressed commitment of the Rider and/or Co-Rider to strive 

for and practice safe riding.ò And thatôs it. There is no cost to sign up for Level 1 

unless you want a patch which is $6.00. 

 

 Level 2: Safety by Education. The requirements are not difficult at this 

level either. A rider has to be enrolled in Level 1, have a current motorcycle en-

dorsement on their driverôs license and have completed an approved Rider Educa-

tion course within the past 3 years. No cost to enroll but the optional patch is $5.00 

if one is desired. 

 

 Level 3: Safety by Preparedness. In addition to the requirement to be en-

rolled in Level 2, a rider or co-rider must have a current First Aid or CPR or Medic 

First Aid certifications. In addition, a first aid kit must be carried on the motorcy-

cle. Enrollment is free but the optional patch is $4.00. 

 

 Level 4: Safety by Enhanced Commitment and Preparedness. To apply for 

this level, the rider must have been Level 3 for at least one year, have ridden a 

minimum of 25,000 safe miles, and be current in both First Aid and CPR certifica-

tions. A Level 4 rider agrees to wear proper riding apparel at all times (remember: 

ATGATT). The cost to apply for Level 4 is $35.00. 

 

There are many opportunities for individuals to take BRC and ERC courses in the 

Middle Tennessee area. Course dates and locations are given in the table below. 

First Aid and CPR classes are offered by the Red Cross. Some employers even of-

fer the classes at the workplace. Medic First Aid classes are offered by various 

GWRRA chapters at different times. Schedules for these classes will be listed in 

the newsletter. If there are a sufficient number of members of Chapter D who are 

interested in a Medic First class, one can be arranged.
